Summer curriculum: In addition to English and Maths, your child will be studying a particular topic into which many of their lesson will feed. Below is a synopsis of how the topic will be studied and some opportunities to extend learning at home.  
Topic: Where does our food come from? 
Pupils will learn where food is grown and how it travels from farm to plate. They will explore how climate and environment affect food production. 
They will understand the impact of food choices on the environment, including food miles, sustainability and responsible trade. 
The unit also looks at the journey of foods such as chocolate and compares local and imported produce. 
Pupils will carry out simple fieldwork, collect data and use maps to find out where food comes from.
